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10 Years ago:  Very early in 2000 our club voted to help sponsor a monument
to be erected on the site of the old Canley factory in the outskirts of Coventry,
just behind the Standard Triumph Recreation Club - the last remaining original
building of the Standard Triumph factory complex.
    In three months time, the Triumph monument was unveiled on Herald Avenue,
The unveiling was performed jointly by the Right Worshipful the Lord Mayor of
the City of Coventry, Cllr Mrs. Joan Wright, and Harry Webster CBE. Cllr Wright
was herself a past employee at Canley and Harry Webster was their chief
engineer from 1954 to 1968. Graham Robson (who ran Standard Triumph’s
motorsport department from 1962-1965), was master of ceremonies on the
day and TR Register chairman, Ian Evans, gave a vote of thanks to all the
contributors.
    At the top of the monument, it reads, “This monument is dedicated to the
manufacturers and employees of Standard and Triumph motor vehicles, whose
Cars were built on this site from 1919 to 1980.” Down the center are plaques of
some of those who made donations to the fund. The badge of Minnesota
Triumphs is prominently displayed among them. (See note on adjacent page)
