In response to several requests for sanctioning, the VTR Board of Directors recently
approved language that more clearly states what conditions must be met in order for a
chapter event to be granted “VTR Sanctioned Event” status. The language, to be incor-
porated into the VTR Events Manual follows. Requests for sanctioning and any ques-
tions regarding the policy should be emaile¥T&R’'s Events Coordinator Jack

“The VintageTriumph Register will consider sanctioning an event recom-
mended by a Chapter Affiliate. The pre-requisites are that the event is an
established annual event that is known for being a good event to attend, or the
event is being hosted by an organization that has a reputation for hosting quality
eventsA sanctioned event may be open to any and all types of automobiles,
but it is preferred that it limit involvement to British vehicles oSlgnctioning is
generally reserved for larger British car events that draw participants from a
large regional area.

Proof of event insurance must be provided by the organizers of the event for
which sanctioning is requested. If the event is to have timed, moving competi-
tions of any sort, the organization making the sanctioning request must be a
Chapter oAffiliate of TheVintageTriumph Register and carry insurance of-
fered by same.

An event must be recommended for sanctioning a minimum of six months prior
to the event date. The request for sanctioning must be made with a brief de-
scription of the event by anfafial of theVTR Chapter oAffiliate to theVTR

Event CoordinatoApproval of sanctioning will be made within two weeks of
receipt of the request. Upon his (or her) approval, the event will be listed as a
VTR sanctioned event itheVintageTriumph magazine.

In sanctioning an event, tMintageTriumph Register is merely suggesting that
the event is likely one that may be of interest to its membked/intageTri-
umph Register assumes no liability in connection to the event and does not
offer insurance for the event.”
